Introduction to the Committee: World Health Organization
The World Health Organization (WHO) was created on 7 April 1948. A total of 26 nations ratified the constitution back then. Today, it includes 194 member states. The current Director-General is Margaret Chan. 
WHO leads on matters important to health and engages in partnerships. It helps to develop the research agenda and share information among its member states. By keeping track of the health practices and looking at health trends, it helps its member states to continually improve on their health situation. It responds to challenges by a six-point agenda, namely promoting development, fostering health security, strengthening health systems, harnessing research, information and evidence, enhancing partnerships and improving performance. The world health report is published once every year, including details of the global health and various statistics to help policy makers and various organizations to make suitable decisions.

WHO Member States make progress on noncommunicable diseases:

The first-ever global monitoring framework to combat several of the world’s biggest killers

has been agreed by WHO Member States. The framework comprises nine voluntary global

targets and 25 indicators to prevent and control diseases such as heart disease, diabetes,

cancer, chronic lung disease and other noncommunicable diseases.

Changing mindsets; strategy on health policy and systems research launched:

The WHO has launched the first global strategy on health policy and systems research at the

Second Global Symposium on Health Systems Research. This document represents a unique

milestone in the evolution of health policy and systems research.
